A RESOLUTION of t he  Port  Commission of the Port  of Seattle 
providing f o r  the  amendment of Unit 18 of the 
ex i s t ing  Comprehensive Scheme of Iiarbor Improve- 
ments of the  Port  of Seattle applicable t o  Sea-Tac 
In te rna t iona l  Airport  t o  de l e t e  ce r t a in  real

WHEREAS, the voters  of King County, pursuant t o  the provisions 

of enabling l e g i s l a t i o n  adopted by the  Legis la ture  of the State of Washington, 

Chapter 92, Laws of 1911, RCW 53.040.101, authorized and approved a t  a spec ia l  

e l ec t ion  held i n  King County on the  5 t h  day of September, 1911, the formation 

of a Port  District  coextensive with King County t o  be known as the  Port  of 

Seattle; and 

WHEREAS, the Port of Seattle has  thereupon establ ished as a Port 

District and has s ince  been and now is a duly authorized and acting Port 

District o f  the State of Washington; and 

WHEREAS, the  o r i g i n a l  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvement 

of the  Port  of Seattle was f ixed i n  Resolution No. 17 of the Port Commission 

and was r a t i f i e d  by the qua l i f i ed  e l ec to r s '  of the  Port  District a t  a spec ia l  

e l ec t ion  held the re in  on March 5, 1912; and 

WHEREAS, Unit 18 of the Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements 

on Sea-Tac In te rna t iona l  Airport  ("the Airport") was heretofore  adopted by 

the Port  Commission of the Port  of Seattle by Resolution No. 1194 and ratif ied 

by the  qua l i f i ed  e l e c t o r s  of the  Port  D i s t r i c t  a t  a spec ia l  e l ec t ion  held 

therein on November 5, 1946, which uni t  has  been subsequently amended i n  the 

manner provided by l a w ;  and 

WHEREAS, following Public Hearing i n  accordance with l a w  OR 

February 28, 1974 the  Port  Commission adopted Resolution No. 2516 which provided 

tha t  said Unit 18 of the  Comprehensive Scheme be enlarged by the addi t ion of 

ce r t a in  parce ls  of real property respect ively s i t ua t ed  north,  east, south and 

w e s t  of the  Airport ,  and fu r the r  provided f o r  t he  Port ' s  purchase on the bas is

of qua l i f ied  appra isa l s  and/or eminent domain proceedings of a l l  these parcels 

of real property; and 

WHEREAS, developments subsequent t o  the adoption of Resolution No. 

2516 have indicated t h a t  one of these parcels ,  which i s  s i tua t ed  north of 

State Highway 518 on the  north s ide  of the  Airport  and has  not ye t  been 

acquired by the  Port ,  need not be acquired by the Port  f o r  the operation of the 

WHEREAS, an o f f i c i a l  public hearing was held on June 8, 1976, after 

not ice  of such hearing was duly published as provided by l a w ,  on the querition 

as t o  whether Unit 18 of the Port 's  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improfements 

applicable t o  Sea-Tac In te rna t iona l  Airport should be fur ther  amended and 

modified t o  de l e t e  therefrom the  real property described and shown on Port 

drawing No. PM-STIA-94 dated April ,  1976 and attached hereto as Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, the Port heard from a l l  persons desir ing t o  speak at s a i d  

public hearing with regard t o  the Proposed Amendment t o  Unit 18, including 

without l imi t a t ion  the  environmental aspects of s a id  Proposed Amendment;, and 

WHEREAS, the  members of the Port  Commission a t  said publ ic  hearing 

viewed maps, plans,  and other  data ind ica t ing  the  propert ies  proposed t o  be 

deleted from U n i t  18 of the Comprehensive Scheme, which maps, plans, and other 

da ta  were and are now on f i l e  i n  the o f f i ce  of the Port Commission; and 

WHEREAS, the Port  has made a determination t h a t  the modification of 

Unit 18 of t he  Port 's  Comprehensive Scheme of Harbor Improvements applicable to 

Sea-Tac In te rna t iona l  Airport by delet ion of the  herein described propert ies  

i s  i n  general  conformity with the Sea-Tac Communities Plan as now envisioned, 

which P:Lan designates the subject  propert ies  fo r  development as a p r iva t e  non- 

r e s iden t i a l  use; and 

WHEREAS, should certain fu ture  developments occur wherein other 

propert ies  located within Unit 18 of the Port 's  Comprehensive Scheme a t  

Sea-Tac be l ikewise affected by changes i n  zoning designations so as t c t  make 

them compatible with Airport  use, then the Port would again examine the 

p o s s i b i l i t i e s  of modifications t o  the Comprehensive Scheme t o  accomodiite 

these proper t ies  f o r  development as a non-residential p r iva te  use i n  conformity 

with the Sea-Tac Communities Plan. 

WHEREAS, the members of the P o r t  C o d s s i o n  have discussed &id 

considered the Proposed Amendment t o  Unit 18 of the Comprehensive Scheine i n  

l i g h t  of a l l  comments by members of the  public a t  the Public Hearing, and have 

decided t h a t  Unit 18 should be amended and modified t o  de le te  the real property 

shown on Exhibit A as here inaf te r  provided; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE I T  RESOLVED by the Port Cormnission of the  Port  of 

Seattle as follows:

property described and shown on Exhibit  A hereto,  and the  acquis i t ion  of t h a t  

real property. 

Section 2. Except as expressly amended herein with regard to the  

real property described and shown on Exhibit  A hereto,  Resolution No. 2516 

sha l l  remain i n  f u l l  force and e f f e c t ,  and the  authorizat ion and d i rec t ion  

the re in  t h a t  certain pa rce l s  of real property be acquired fo r  Port  purposes 

is  hereby confirmed and r a t i f i e d .
