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RESOLUTION NO. 2646 

A RESOLUTION of the Port Commission of the P o r t  of Seattle accepting 
f u l l  r e spons ib i l i t y  for t he  possible loss of the taxiway 
constructed pursuant to  the Grant Agreement covering ADAP 
Project 8-53-0062-06, dated May 14,  1974 between the  P o r t  
of Seattle and the Federal Avi.ation Administration, 
United States of  America. 

WHEREAS, t he  P o r t  of Seattle has heretofore  adopted Resolution No. 2527, 

dated May 1 4 ,  1974, authorizing the  execution of a G r a n t  Agreement covering ADAP 

Project 8-53-0062-06; and 

WHEREAS, the P o r t  of Seattle has executed sa id  Grant Agreement fo r  

cer ta in  development work a t  the  Sea-Tac I n t e r n a t i o n a l  A i r p o r t ;  and 

WHEREAS, said development work has been completed; and 

WHEREAS, said G r a n t  Agreement c o n t a i n s  Special Condition No. 13 as 

follows : 

“I t  is understood and agreed tha t  Sponsor does not  present ly  own but  
is i n  the  process  of acquir ing a 3.8+ acre tract of land on which a 
port ion of  taxiway included i n  this Froject i s  to be constructed.  
view of this t he  parties here to  agree: 

I n  

@I a. Construction w i l l  not  begin on this projec t  u n t i l  sponsor has 
submitted evidence s a t i s f a c t o r y  t o  the  FAA t h a t  it has obtained 
a legal r i g h t  t o  enter upon the above mentioned tract  f o r  t h e  
purpose of  proceeding w i t h  construction provided, however, 
Sponsor may proceed earlier b u t  shall have f u l l  r e spons ib i l i t y ,  
w i t h o u t  Federal participation, for any costs incurred which are 
d i r e c t l y  related to  unlawful en t ry  onto the  premises. 

”b. The United States s h a l l  not be obligated to make any payments 
under this agreement u n t i l  the Sponsor h a s  submitted evidence 
that it has acquired a fee t i t l e  or such lesser property 
interest as may be found s a t i s f a c t o r y  to t h e  FAA i n  and t o  the  
above mentioned tract .”j  and 

WHEREAS, t h e  Port of Seattle has been unable to complete certain property 

t ransac t ions  with the  City of Seattle concerning the  above referenced 3.8+ - acre 

tract of land; and 

WEREAS, t h e  Port  of Seattle intends to continue i ts  e f f o r t  t o  f i n a l l y  

resolve t h i s  matter: 

NOW, -REFORE, BE I T  RESOLVED by t h e  Poxt Commission of the  Port of 

S e a t t l e :  

1. That t he  P o r t  of Seattle hae the  necessary l e g a l  and f i n a n c i a l  means 

t o  reconstruct  t he  taxiway constructed as part of t h e  above referenced ADAP Project 

on land present ly  owned by t h e  Por t  of Seattle withaut Federal  funds, and would 

construct  s a i d  taxiway i n  a timely fashion to prevent f i n a n c i a l  loss t o  the users  of 

t h e  taxiway, due t o  t h e  gmssdble loss of t h e  taxiway through f a i l u r e  t o  acquire the 

r i g h t  to  cont inue to  operate and maintain t h e  taxiway.
